PUBLIC COMMENT PERIOD: There were no public comments.  
APPROVAL OF MINUTES:   The minutes of the October 7, 2014 meeting were presented for approval.   Motion Dorgan/ Sandmeyer to approve the minutes.  There were no public comments.  Motion approved.  Yes-3, No-0 (Mr. George abstained).
SUBDIVISION PLANS:  
a. Shipley Fuels Marketing, 714 Loucks Mill Road.  Final Land Development Plan for a cng (Compressed natural gas) fueling facility was presented by John Gazsi from First Capital Engineering.  He noted that Zoning approval was obtained in October for the use and setbacks.  Motion Sandmeyer/Dorgan to approve the plan with the following waivers/ conditions:
Waivers:
1.  Section 265: Stormwater Management, since there is a reduction in imperious surface.   2. Section 275-43A:  Curbs & Sidewalks, with the standard 6-month notice notation on 
the plan.  
3. Section 275-29A & C:  Minimum Right-of-Way dedication reduced to 25’

There were no public comments.   Motion carried.  Yes-4, No-0.
b. Brickyard Tavern, 748 S. Albemarle Street.  Final Land Development Plan for 
an addition to the tavern.  Robert Sandmeyer from Site Design Concepts presented the plan.   He explained that Zoning approval was granted for the setbacks and a Declaration of Restrictions has been recorded and a note included on the plan regarding the use of the parking lot which is on a separate parcel.   He also noted the Township Engineer is finalizing the review of the stormwater management plan.

Motion Dorgan/ Rooney to approve the plan with the following waivers/conditions:

ZONING APPLICATIONS:  There were no zoning applications to be considered for this meeting.
OTHER BUSINESS:  The Planning Commission briefly discussed the proposed “Official Map”.   Mr. Davidson noted that the Board of Commissioners is undertaking a Recreation Comprehensive Plan and possibly that report may address some new information that could be incorporated into this Official Map project.  More to follow on this.

Mrs. Keller recommended the Planning Commission consider updating the Zoning Ordinance to address some of the new technology, i.e. digital billboards, etc.  Other popular questions are:  contribution/donation boxes, service stations to include cng, and parking requirements for institutional/hospital/colleges.  The Board will consider possible updates for discussion at the next meeting.
