PUBLIC COMMENT PERIOD: There were no public comments.  
APPROVAL OF MINUTES:   The minutes of the January 6, 2015 meeting were presented for approval.   Motion Mr. Dorgan/ second Mr. Rooney to approve the minutes.  There were no public comments.  Motion approved.  Yes-4, No-0 .
ZONING APPLICATIONS:  
a. Application #125-02-15 – Noble Colt, LLC has submitted an application for a Special Exception to 310-7C(2) and 310-66 for a two-family conversion at 716 N. Franklin Street.  The property is owned by Noble Colt, LLC and is zoned R-2 (Residential-Urban).  
Brad Leib was present for this application and stated the property used to be a two-unit, but was converted back to a single-family dwelling.   He just recently purchased the property and thought it was a two-unit.   There is one unit on the first floor with 1 bedroom and a kitchen, and the second floor has 2 bedrooms and a kitchen.   There are two water meters, and two furnaces for the dwelling.  There are also four off-street parking spaces provided in the rear of the property.  
Linda Keller noted that it was her understanding that it was a two-unit property for many years;  and sometime in 2012 it was inspected and approved by the Township to be converted back to a single-family dwelling and the second sewer/refuse account was removed.
Mr. Sandmeyer noted that according to Section 310-66A, the request does not meet the lot size requirement.   Mr. Leib is asking for a Variance to this section.   Mr. Davidson noted the lot size does not even meet the single-family dwelling lot size, so it is an existing dimensional nonconformity.

Motion Mr. Dorgan/ second Mr. Rooney to recommend approval of the Special Exception and Variance, based on the existing nonconforming lot size, as requested.  There were no public comments.   Motion carried.  Yes-4, No-0.

SUBDIVISION PLANS:  
a. Gregory & Rachel Andricos, 1117 Wyndham Drive:  Final Reverse Subdivision to combine two parcels into one.  Located in the R-1 (Residential-Suburban) zone.

Alan Love, from Site Design Services, was present.  Comments from CS Davidson and York County Planning Commission were reviewed.  

Motion Mr. Sandmeyer/ second Mr. Dorgan to recommend approval of the subdivision plan with the following comments:

1. A fifth signature line is needed for the Board of Commissioners to sign

2. The date should be changed to 2015 in the approval blocks

3. The actual location of the sewer line should be shown on the plan

And Waivers:
1. Section 601.2:  Preliminary plan

2. Section 405.3R: Size and inverts of sanitary sewer

3. Section 275.33.5:  Creation of double frontage lots

There were no public comments.  Motion carried.  Yes-4, No-0.
OTHER BUSINESS:  
a.  Official Map Update – The Planning Commission decided to wait until the Recreation Comprehensive Plan has been approved by the Board of Commissioners before moving forward with the Official Map update, due to possible recreation area changes and modifications.  
b. Comprehensive Plan Update – The Planning Commission decided to wait until the Recreation Comprehensive Plan has been approved by the Board of Commissioners due to possible recreation area changes and modifications.

c. Zoning Ordinance amendments – The Board decided to proceed with gathering suggested amendments to the Zoning Ordinance to take to the Board of Commissioners for further consideration.  This will be an on-going project over the next few months.   Mr. Davidson will prepare a list of items for discussion purposes.
