PUBLIC COMMENT PERIOD: None 
APPROVAL OF MINUTES:   The minutes of the January 19, 2015 meeting were approved on a motion by Mr.  D. Quance, seconded by Mr. Barton.   There were no public comments.  Motion passed unanimously.
ZONING APPLICATIONS: 

a. Application #125-02-15:  Noble Colt LLC  is requesting a Special Exception to Section 310-7C(2) and 310-66, and a Variance to Section 310.66A for a two-family conversion at 716 N. Franklin Street, York, PA.  The property is owned by Noble Colt, LLC and is zoned R-2 (Residential-Urban).
Bradley Leib was present and sworn-in.  He stated he recently purchased this property and thought it was a two-unit dwelling.  But apparently in 2012 it was converted, or approved by the Township, as a single-family dwelling.  

Linda Keller stated this was a two-unit dwelling for many years with two sewer and refuse invoices to the property.  Sometime in 2012 the owner requested it to be a single-family dwelling and the Township inspected the property and the second sewer/refuse invoice was removed.  Mr. Leib noted there were two gas meters, and one was removed.  There are currently two water meters.   There would be one unit on the first floor with front and rear entrance, and a second unit upstairs, which already has an exterior entrance.   There will probably be a second means of egress provided in order to comply with building code requirements.  

A variance is required to Section 310-66A regarding the required lot size.   Mr. Barton noted that this is a pre-existing nonconformity.  

There were no further questions or comments.   Motion Mr. McMillion, second Mr. Barton to approve the Special Exception request.  Motion carried.   Yes-5, No-0.  

Motion Mr. Barton, second Mr. E. Quance to approve the Variance request.   Motion carried.  Yes-5, No-0.

OTHER BUSINESS:  
a. At last month’s meeting, Atty. Keiter unofficially announced that he will be retiring at the end of 2015.  Linda Keller discussed the procedures with other municipalities and the Township Solicitor.  It was suggested to create a subcommittee of the Zoning Hearing Board members consisting of 2 members and the Zoning officer to prepare and distribute a Request for Proposal (RFP) for services.  From those RFP’s received, the committee will select a few possible candidates and conduct interviews.   The committee would then make a recommendation to the Zoning Hearing Board for appointment and also to the Board of Commissioners since legal services are paid from the General Fund.


Mr. McMillion and Mr. Barton and Mrs. Keller will serve as this committee.  Atty. Hovis has offered to 
prepare a draft Request for Proposal for the committee’s review.
