PUBLIC COMMENT PERIOD: None 
APPROVAL OF MINUTES:   The minutes of the September 21, 2015 meeting were approved on a motion by Mr.  Barton, seconded by Mr. D. Quance.   There were no public comments.  Motion passed unanimously.
ZONING APPLICATION: 
Application #125-11-15:  Mount Rose Avenue Limited Partnership has applied for a Special Exception to Section 310-35.C(2) to replace a nonconformity (parking lot without the required landscaping).   The property is located at 1551 Mount Rose Avenue and is zoned IP (Industrial Park).   
Atty. Jeff Lobach from Barley Snyder, Mike Granbois from Mount Rose Limited Partnership and Brian Eisenhart and John Hilbert from Graham Architectural Products were present for this application.  Atty. Lobach explained the property is an existing industrial property occupied by Graham Architectural Products.  They have an employee parking lot which is in need of replacement and repaving.  

The Zoning Ordinance added screening and buffering requirements in 2009.   The parking lot was in existence long before 2009.    It has a natural vegetative buffer around the perimeter of the parking lot, but does not have the 5% landscaping and landscaping islands that are required under the current ordinance.  

They plan to repave the entire parking lot.   There are safety issues for the employees, and issues regarding the appearance of the property.   They plan to repair the fencing as needed.  There will be no additional impervious surface created.   

Request is made to replace a Nonconforming use.  Atty. Lobach reviewed the Specific Standards under Section 310.35.C and also the General Standards under Section 310.68.  

Mr. E. Quance asked if the entire parking lot was being paved.   Atty. Lobach outlined the area in red and blue on the map which are to be repaved.

Mr. Foster asked about the stoned area on the outside of the fence.  Atty. Lobach noted that was not on the applicant’s property.

Mr. McMillion asked about repairing the fence.  Atty. Lobach responded that they plan to repair the fence where needed, and replace some existing posts that are bent or broken.

Mr. D. Quance asked if there are going to be any changes to any of the structures on the property.   Atty. Lobach responded there will be no changes to any structures.   Only repaving the parking lot.

There were no further questions or comments from the Board or the audience.

Motion Mr. McMillion/ second Mr. D. Quance to approve the Special Exception as requested.   Motion carried.   Yes-5, No-0.

OTHER BUSINESS:  
Mrs. Keller reported that the Board of Commissioners confirmed the selection of CGA Law Firm (Jeff Rehmeyer & Devon Myers) to be the Zoning Hearing Board Solicitor upon Atty. Keiter’s official retirement.  Atty. Keiter stated he is ready to retire now.   And in light of the upcoming hearings in the next two months, he is officially retiring from the Spring Garden Township Zoning Hearing Board position effective immediately.  

The Zoning Hearing Board members offered their congratulations to Atty. Keiter, and thanked him for his many years (since 1997) of service.
