CALL TO ORDER: The monthly meeting of the Spring Garden Township Planning Commission was held on Tuesday, March 1, 2016 in the Township Municipal Building,          340 Tri Hill Road, York, PA.

PUBLIC COMMENT PERIOD: There were no public comments.  
APPROVAL OF MINUTES:   The minutes of the January 5, 2016 meeting were presented for approval.   Motion Mr. Dorgan/ second Mr. George to approve the minutes.  There were no public comments.  Motion approved.  Yes-4, No-0 (DeHaas absent).
ZONING APPLICATIONS:   
a. Application #125-02-16: York College of Pennsylvania has applied for a Variance to Section 310-13.D(3) of the Spring Garden Township Zoning Ordinance to erect two free-standing school identification signs along Indian Rock Dam Road for the York Country Day School, exceeding the maximum size permitted.   The property is located at 1071 Regents Glen Boulevard, York PA and is zoned AO (Apartment-Office).
Neal Metzger from LSC Design was present for this application and explained that York College owns and operates York Country Day School, which is undergoing a large addition at this time.   In the process, York College is proposing to change the main entrance to the school to Indian Rock Dam Road for better and safer traffic flow, and therefore would need to have school identification on Indian Rock Dam Road.
They are requesting a Variance to Section 310-13.D(3) to exceed the 20 sq.ft. total school identification signage permitted.  The new entrance would have a 6’ high iron fence on top of a low brick wall on each side of the driveway.  They are requesting 18” x 34’ lettering on the fence on each side of the entrance, totaling 51 sq.ft. in size on each side of the driveway.  This would be identical to the previously-approved signage at the West Campus for the college.

Mr. Metzger noted the larger signage is also needed because of the longer wording for the name of the school, as well as the setback of the fencing is farther away from the roadway because of a sewer right-of-way along the road.  He stated the size of the proposed signage is recommended by the U.S. Sign Council regulations.  There is no other identification signage on the property.

Dr. Ken Martin stated this design is also part of the York College branding and will match the west campus design.  He also indicated they will be requesting to have the street address changed from Regents Glen Boulevard and reassigned to Indian Rock Dam Road.  

There were no questions or comments.  Motion Mr. Sandmeyer/ second Mr. Rooney to recommend approval of the Variance as requested.  Motion carried.  Yes-4, No-0 (DeHaas absent).
SUBDIVISION/LAND DEVELOPMENT PLANS:  
a. J. Joseph Danyo and Joseph & Susan Wagman – Final Subdivision to add Lot #187A from Danyo to Wagman property, located on Summit Circle North.   Lee Faircloth from Gordon L. Brown & Associates was present. 
Comments from C.S. Davidson and York County Planning Commission were reviewed.   Mr. Sandmeyer noted that four property corners still need to be identified on the plan.

There were no further questions or comments.  Motion Mr. Sandmeyer/ second Mr. Dorgan to approve the plan with the following conditions:

1. Engineer’s signature & seal 

2. Owner’s notarized signature

3. Four property corners need to be marked on the plan

Motion carried.  Yes-4, No-0 (DeHaas absent).
PROPOSED SUBDIVISION ORDINANCE AND ZONING ORDINANCE AMENDMENTS:  After a year of research, study and review, the Planning Commission has finalized the list of recommended amendments to the Zoning Ordinance and the Subdivision/ Land Development Ordinance.   Motion Mr. Rooney/ second Mr. Dorgan to forward these recommendations to the Board of Commissioners for further consideration.  There were no questions or comments.  Motion carried.  Yes-4, No-0 (DeHaas absent).

OFFICIAL MAP & FUTURE LAND USE MAP:    Mr. Davidson reminded the Planning Commission that the Township still needs to amend the Future Land Use Map in the Comprehensive Plan, and also complete the work on an Official Map.   This will be put on the agenda for the next meeting.

There was no other business.  The meeting was adjourned at 7:30 p.m.
