A. SERVICE AWARDS: 

There were no service awards on the agenda for presentation. 

B. REQUESTS FOR PRESENTATION BY THE PUBLIC: 

There were no public presentation requests received for tonight’s meeting.

C. PUBLIC COMMENT PERIOD: There were no public comments. 

D. APPROVAL OF MINUTES: Motion Shorb/Warman to approve the Minutes of the May 13, 2015 regular meeting as presented.   There were no public comments. Motion carried. Yes-4, No-0. 

E. ACCEPTANCE OF TREASURER’S REPORT: Motion Warman/Shorb to accept the Treasurer’s Report. There were no public comments. Motion carried. Yes-4, No-0. 

F. APPROVAL OF WARRANTS FOR PAYMENT: Motion Zortman/ Warman to approve, the Warrants for Payment as presented. There were no public comments. Motion carried. Yes-4, No-0. 

G. OPENING/ AWARD OF BIDS: There were no bids presented for Board consideration.
H. SUBDIVISION/ LAND DEVELOPMENT PLANS FOR ACTION:
 There was one (1) plan submitted for Board action.
1. A plan for the Shoppes at Wyndham was presented for Board review and approval which is a Final Land Development Plan for retail stores at 940 Richland Avenue. The plan was “tabled” from the May 13, 2015. Linda Keller, Director of Community Development & Planning, provided an overview of the plan which is located on Richland Avenue and adjacent to the Rutter’s Farm Store located at the corner of Indian Rock Dam Rd. and
Richland Ave. The proposed development is for a grocery store and strip retail shops. The Planning Commission has reviewed the plan and recommends Board approval of the plan subject to one (1) Waiver and seven (7) Conditions as presented by the Planning Commission. Linda Keller noted that one (1) additional condition of approval which should be added to the suggested Planning Commission conditions is the posting of surety for the planned improvements as prepared by the owner and approved by the Township Engineer. John Snyder, R.G.S. Associates provided an overview of the planned development as submitted for Board consideration. Staff concerns and questions from the Commissioners were raised as to the traffic impacts for the new development and how the added impacts of the new development would affect current turn movements and travel concerns on Richland Avenue. David Davidson, Township Engineer, noted that the intersection of Country Club Road and Richland Avenue is to be reconfigured and signal adjustments made at the intersection of Country Club Road and Richland Avenue which would change the travel movements along Country Club Road and also the current left turn movements from Regents Glen Blvd, northbound on to Richland Avenue. Commissioner Fullmer expressed concerns with the fact that wrong direction travel from Colonial Avenue on to Richland Avenue currently exists and there is a current abuse of traffic movements into the Rutter’s site from Richland Avenue. David Davidson stated that the traffic impact study for the proposed development would allow access “to” and “from” the Rutter’s store to be restudied. Commissioner Warman questioned whether the planned development was using subsurface facilities to accommodate the expected stormwater impacts. Representatives for the owner clarified that the stormwater design is using subsurface storm water control. Commissioner Shorb stated that the major concern is whether the Township has addressed pedestrian and vehicular traffic concerns. A condition of approval is a commitment by the owner to commit to               $ 30,000 to address traffic concerns and signalization changes for the Country Club Road and Richland Avenue intersection. Dave Davidson explained that the York Country Day expansion and improvement project is expected to change current traffic flow and the impacts of the Country Club Road and Richland Avenue intersection. A change in traffic flow following the completion of the Country Day expansion project is expected to redirect some current traffic to Indian Rock Dam Road.  Motion Warman/Zortman to approve the plan with one (1) waiver and ten (10) conditions as follows:
Waiver:

a. Stormwater management facility located within building setback.
Conditions:

a. Engineer’s signature and seal

b. Owner’s notarized signature 
c. Stormwater Management review and approval
d. Erosion & Sedimentation Control plan approval
e. Review comments from Fire Department to be satisfactorily addressed
f. Traffic Impact Study to be completed within one year of completion to determine whether adjustments are needed to the signal timing at Indian Rock Dam Road, Richland Avenue pedestrian crossing(s), and Richland Avenue left turn lanes
g. Include PennDOT Permit number on the plan for future reference to the driveway
h. Post surety
i. Owner’s commitment to enter into a Developer’s Agreement with terms and conditions as established by the Township Solicitor
 There were no public comments. Motion carried. Yes-4. No-0.
I. OLD BUSINESS: 

1. Status of Update to Township Comprehensive Recreation Plan: 
Recreation Director, Christine Hartle reported that the recreation survey has now been finalized and is to be distributed to solicit public input. The next Comprehensive Recreation Plan meeting is scheduled for June 19, 2015 @ 9:00a.m.     
2. Status of Municipal Complex Project & Upgraded Township Facilities:
Manager Maust reported that the Pennsylvania Department of Environmental Protection (DEP) has provided technical review comments for the technical portion of the Combined Risk Assessment & Final Report prepared by Herbert, Rowland & Grubic (HRG), Inc. for Township owned property at 1799 Mt. Rose Avenue. A coordination meeting was held at Stock & Leader office’s on Monday June 1, 2015 to overview DEP’s comments and how the Township response should be prepared to address each regulatory agency comment. Attorney Alex Chiaruttini is coordinating the follow-up response on behalf of the Township with technical input being provided by HRG. The deadline to respond to DEP’s review comments is July 12, 2015. The main issues to be addressed in the Township’s follow-up response letter are the potential exposures to soils and the professional opinions of the risk assessors of the parameters for metals exposure. Groundwater is not a significant issue of concern due to the fact that groundwater will not be used and any type of site development would use potable water as provided by The York Water Company. In finalizing the required response to DEP, Manager Maust noted that additional groundwater sampling may be needed and also additional geoprobes taken for soils sampling. To meet the required deadline for follow-up response to DEP and in consideration that the Board does not meet again until July 8, 2015, Manager Maust requested Board approval to authorize additional professional services to HRG, if needed, for additional groundwater sampling, additional soils sampling and expanded risk assessment services for a total cost, not to exceed, twenty-two thousand dollars. The requested approval from the Manager includes amending the approved 2015 General Fund Budget to incorporate the additional cost for expanded Act 2 Release of Liability requested professional services. Motion Zortman/Warman to authorize the Manager to approve professional services to HRG and associated sampling, at a cost, “not to exceed”, $ 22,000. There were no public comments. Motion Carried. Yes-4, No-0.

3. Determination of Township Requirements for Building Permit vs. Zoning Permit.  
Linda Keller, Director of Community Development & Planning reported that she is continuing to work on this project assignment to establish criteria that would be applicable to zoning permits vs. building permits. The intent is to capture projects that are not covered by construction. Linda has met with Attorney Dave Jones and Township Solicitor; Steve Hovis at Stock & Leader to establish zoning permit criteria. An Ordinance amending the Code of Ordinances to add a new subsection for zoning permits was presented for Board consideration and approval. With Board approval, the proposed Ordinance would go before the Township Planning Commission and York County Planning Commission for review and comment. There would also be a need to establish a separate Hearing and a fee schedule established for handling zoning permit applications and processing permits. There was Board discussion on the proposed zoning permit and the draft Ordinance and what inspections would be associated with the zoning permits. The proposed Ordinance as presented did not include any inspections for zoning permits. With Motion Warman/Shorb, there was Board    consensus to “table” further actions on adopting a proposed Zoning Permit Ordinance at this time. There were no public comments. Motion carried. Yes-4, No-0. The Board requested that staff continue to keep this subject as an “open issue” for continued discussion.
J. NEW BUSINESS:
1. Chief Swartz presented a request to purchase six (6) Tasers with holsters, batteries and four (4) year extended warranty for the Police Department. The purchase cost as provided through a quote from TASER International is $ 8,035.77. Motion Warman/Zortman to approve the purchase as presented for a cost of $8,035.77.  There were no public comments. Motion carried. Yes-4, No-0. 

2. Motion Warman/Zortman to approve Resolution # 2015-05, Police Department Policies. There were no public comments. Motion carried. Yes-4, No-0.

3. Chief Swartz requested approval of the Community Services Program Agreement with the York County Juvenile Probation Department. The agreement as presented is an update to a previous agreement approved by the Board of Commissioners and has been reviewed by the Township Solicitor’s Office. The Township police services provided under this agreement are covered under the York County Community Service program’s insurance coverage. Motion Zortman/Shorb to approve the Community Services Program Agreement with the York County Juvenile Probation Department as presented. There were no public comments. Motion carried. Yes-4, No-0.
4. Chief Swartz reported that the Police Department has compiled surplus police equipment and requested Board approval to solicit bids for the surplus equipment through Municibid. Motion Zortman/Warman to approve the use of Municibid to obtain bids for the sale of the surplus equipment as presented. There were no public comments. Motion carried. Yes-4, No-0. 

5. Manager Maust overviewed two (2) proposals from C.S. Davidson, Inc. to migrate existing permit data and existing storm sewer mapping into CSDATUM. The proposal for migration of permit data is a carryover from the May meeting and a separate proposal has been requested from the Township Engineer as an add-on to migrate existing stormwater data into CSDATUM. The completed work will assist staff with documentation of existing facilities under the Township MS4 Program. CSDATUM uses mapping from Google Earth and the base mapping is populated with historical information specific to Spring Garden Township. Motion Warman/Shorb to approve the two (2) proposals for C.S. Davidson with the cost “not to exceed” $ 7,900. The cost for the project assignment is to be covered from funds previously set-aside under the Capital Equipment Fund and unallocated software upgrades for Planning, Zoning & Public Works. Board approval is contingent upon the Township Solicitor’s review and approval of C.S. Davidson’s End User Agreement for CSDATUM. There were no public comments. Motion carried. Yes-4, No-0.

Staff clarified that the agreement for “c”, 1709 Crescent Road was a reapproval of an agreement previously acted on by the Board. Motion Warman/Shorb to approve the agreements as presented with the condition that the agreement for 940 S. Richland Ave is finalized to be consistent with the resolution of outstanding stormwater review comments and the final plan meets the conditions of approval by the Township Engineer and Township Solicitor. There were no public comments. Motion carried. Yes-4, No-0.

K. ENGINEER’S REPORT
1.
B. J. Treglia overviewed the Annual MS4 Report which has been prepared on behalf of the Township and is to be submitted to the Department of Environmental Protection (DEP) by the end of June. B.J. overviewed the history of MS-4 permitting and conditions of the current permit which expires in 2018. The focus of B.J.’s presentation was the Township’s progress with meeting the six (6) MCM’s of the Township’s General Permit.
2.
There were no comments from the Board on the monthly Engineer’s Report as presented.
L. SOLICITOR’S REPORT 

1. 
Attorney Hovis overviewed the Child Services Protection Law and reported that proposed legislation has been introduced from the State House to amend the current definition of the law to “not be all encompassing”. 
2.
The Solicitor’s Report was presented with no additional comments. There were no comments from the Board on the Solicitor's Report.
M. POLICE CHIEF’S REPORT 

1.
Chief Swartz reported that recruiting efforts to bring a new police officer into the

 Department due to the retirement of Sgt. David Jay in December of 2014 continues and he is expecting to bring the selected candidate to the July Board meeting. Testing is still in the process of being completed. Chief Swartz is planning to have the final selection completed so that the new hire can participate in the next Police Academy Training Program at Harrisburg Community College.

2. Chief Swartz reviewed the parking restrictions from 2014 which had been put into place on Irving Rd. to accommodate the York Hospital construction project. Before lifting the restrictions currently in place, Chief Swartz is recommending that changes be made to the parking restrictions on Irving Rd between Rathton Road to Sharon Drive which will include certain areas being restricted to 2 hour parking and certain areas having parking prohibited at all times. The planned changes for parking restrictions are to be supported with a traffic study. Motion Warman/Zortman to proceed with the preparation and advertising of an Ordinance to change the parking limitations on Irving Road as presented. There were no public comments. Motion carried. Yes-4. No-0

3. Chief Swartz requested Board approval to accept the offer to assist with oral examinations for applicants to the Police Academy at Harrisburg Area Community College. The Board was in consensus that Chief Swartz should participate in this program.
4. Chief Swartz noted that the recent Police Department Reaccreditation Report has been provided to the Board as part of the June meeting packets and complimented Sgt. Robert Lehman in his efforts to coordinate the reaccreditation program for the Police Department.
5..
Chief Swartz recognized the recent annual Blood Drive which has been an annual event coordinated by Sgt. Robert Lehman and the many compliments which have come back to the Department from the community and the success of the Township’s Blood Drive Program.
7. The Police Chief’s Report was presented with no additional comments. There were no comments from the Board on the Police Chief’s Report.

N. FIRE CHIEF’S REPORT 

1.
Chief McCoy reported that budget meetings for initial work on the 2016 YAUFAR budget are being scheduled. The tentative dates being considered are August 7th, August 11th, or August 14th. In the past, several budget dates have been established but YAUFAR staff has been able to present the proposed budget in one meeting. Final details will follow as for the budget meetings. The planned joint meeting of Spring Garden Twp. and Springettsbury Twp. to present the proposed 2016 budget in accordance with the terms and conditions of the Charter Agreement is tentatively planned for                  September 15, 2015.
2.
Chief McCoy reported that Y.A.U.F.A.R. has executed an agreement with the City of York to serve as Primary Responder for a portion of the York City fire service area.
3.
There were no comments from the Board on the Fire Chief’s Report and was accepted as presented.  
O. PUBLIC WORKS SUPERVISOR’S REPORT 

1. 
Steve Smith reported that the 1995 generator which is part of the equipment for the Township Sewer Camera Van has failed and efforts are underway to find replacement equipment. Due to the age of the generator, replacement parts have been difficult to locate and the best approach in terms of placing the equipment back in operation is to consider replacing the generator in its entirety. To enable staff to proceed and place the camera van back into operation as soon as possible, Steve Smith requested Board approval to replace the generator with a “not to exceed” spending authorization which would enable the equipment to be placed back into operation without having to wait for further Board approval at the July meeting. Motion Warman/Zortman to authorize the Public Works Supervisor to replace the current generator up to a “not to exceed’ cost of $ 15,000. There were no public comments. Motion carried. Yes-4. No-0.
2.
Steve gave an update on the paving program for this year and base repairs are in progress and the timing to compete this work is being scheduled for completion earlier than in the past. Steve is hoping that base repairs can be completed by the end of July which would offer the opportunity for paving to be started earlier than in past years.
3.
There were no comments from the Board on the Public Work’s Supervisor’s Report.   

P.  RECREATION DIRECTOR’S REPORT

1.
Christine Hartle reported that the Summer Parks Program is ready and the first day for the program is Monday June 15th. The Summer Parks Program for this summer will use Tri-Hill Park and Elmwood but there was not enough interest for the Grantley Park. Over 200 are participating in this summer’s program.
2.
A vacancy still exists on the Recreation Commission for the 4th Ward. Christine is interested in candidates that would be willing to serve on the Recreation Commission and represent the 4th Ward.
3.
There were no comments from the Board on the Recreation Director’s Report as presented.  

Q. ZONING OFFICER’S REPORT 

1.
Linda Keller reported that all conditions have been met for the York Country Day Final Land Development Plan for the proposed addition to the school located at 1071 Regents Glen Boulevard. Linda asked that the Commissioners sign the final plan at the conclusion of the meeting.
2.
There were no comments on the Zoning Officer’s Report as presented. 
R. CODES ENFORCEMENT OFFICER’S REPORT 

1.
Cliff Gordon reported that the current count for properties registered under the rental Registration Program has increased to 717 properties.
2.
There were no comments from the Board on the Codes Enforcement’s Report.   

S. MANAGER’S REPORT 

1.
Manager Maust reported that The York Water Company has communicated to the Township that all agreements for implementing water shut-off for handling delinquent accounts and the agreement for York Water Company to provide sewer billing and collection services has been filed with the Public Utility Commission (PUC). With PUC approval, resident notification of the Township's intent to use water shut-off as a measure for collection of delinquent accounts will be communicated and final steps will be taken to transition sewer billing and collection services over to York Water Company.
2.
Manager Maust overviewed a meeting which was held with the Township Auditor’s and staff today to review the 2014 internal control procedures and management comments which have been prepared and presented to the Township as part of the 2014 Township audit. Procedures have been adjusted and other procedural changes are being put into place to address the management comments.
3. The Manager has requested proposals from the Township Solicitor’s Office and Township Engineer’s office to combine professional services to undertake a “mock” MS4 audit. The exercise is to test current procedures and identify areas where further adjusting in procedures may be needed to provide the best possible positon for the Township to respond to Pennsylvania Department of Environmental Protection (DEP) and or Federal Environmental Protection Agency (EPA) audits. The “mock” audit would be led through Stock and Leader with C.S. Davidson performing technical support as a subconsultant to Stock & Leader. The quoted professional services for the “mock” MS4 audit are estimated to be $ 3,000. Manager Maust noted that the proposal, if authorized by the Board, would be performed under Public Works Engineering Services, which is where annual reporting and technical support is budgeted for the MS4 Program. Motion Warman/Shorb to approve the professional services for conducting a “mock”, MS4 Audit as presented. There were no public comments. Motion carried. Yes 4. No.0.
4.
The Manager reported that the meeting packets for tonight’s meeting included Year-to-Date Financial Performance Reports for General Fund, Sewer Revenue Fund and Liquid Fuels Funds covering activity through the first five (5) months of 2015. Year-to-Date activity for the same time period in 2014 was also provided to compare financial performance through the first 5 months of the year.
