A. SERVICE AWARDS: There were no service awards for tonight’s meeting. 

B. REQUESTS FOR PRESENTATION BY THE PUBLIC: There were no presentation requests for tonight’s meeting. 

C. PUBLIC COMMENT PERIOD: There were no public comments. 

D. APPROVAL OF MINUTES:
Motion Warman/ Lehmayer to approve the Minutes of the October 14, 2015 regular meeting. There were no public comments. Motion carried. Yes-4, No-0. Commissioner Fullmer Abstained. 

Manager Maust reported that the previously approved June 10, 2015 Minutes had not included the formal action of the Board which approved Resolution # 2015-05, Police Department Policies. The Minutes have been revised to reflect this addition and are presented for reapproval. Motion Warman/ Zortman to reapprove the Minutes of the June 10, 2015 regular meeting. There were no public comments. Motion carried. Yes-4, No-0. Commissioner Lehmayer Abstained

E. ACCEPTANCE OF TREASURER’S REPORT: Motion Lehmayer/ Warman to accept the Treasurer’s Report. There were no public comments. Motion carried. Yes-5, No-0. 

F. APPROVAL OF WARRANTS FOR PAYMENT: Motion Warman/Lehmayer to approve the Warrants for Payment as presented. There were no public comments. Motion carried. Yes-4, No-0. Commissioner Lehmayer Abstained.
G. OPENING/ AWARD OF BIDS: B.J. Treglia provided an overview of the bids received for the 2015 Sanitary Sewer Maintenance Repairs for the Poorhouse Run Interceptor, Phase 1 and Phase 2.  
Motion Zortman/Warman to accept the low bid for Contract No. 1 Base Bid plus Contract No. 1 Alternate Bid in the amount of $ 213,181 as submitted by Wexcon, Inc. and award Contract No.1, Base Bid plus Alternate Bid for Phase 1 to Wexcon. There were no public comments. Motion carried. Yes-5, No-0. 

Motion Warman/Lehmayer to accept the low bid for Contract No. 2 in the amount of $ 34,790 as submitted by Aqua Infrastructure Rehabilitation Co., LLC and award Contract No. 2 to Aqua Infrastructure. There were no public comments. Motion carried. Yes-5, No-0. 

H. SUBDIVISION/ LAND DEVELOPMENT PLANS FOR ACTION: There were no subdivision/land development plans for tonight’s meeting.
I. OLD BUSINESS: 

1. Status of Township Comprehensive Recreation Plan: 
Christine Hartle was not in attendance at the meeting.  Manager Maust stated there was nothing new to report.

2. Status of Municipal Complex & Upgraded Township Facilities. 

Manager Maust reported that Herbert, Rowland & Grubic, Inc. (HRG) continues to work on the follow-up response to the State Department of Environmental Protection (D.E.P.) technical risk assessment review. HRG has requested a supplemental work authorization to further address DEP’s risk assessment comments. This request is under New Business for tonight’s meeting. 
3. Consideration to amend the Township Zoning Ordinance to establish Zoning Permits.

Linda Keller reported that work continues on this project.  

4. Approval of the Update to the Spring Garden Township Employee Manual. 
Manager Maust reported that review comments received from the Commissioners on the proposed update to the Township Employee manual are under review by Attorney Mark Evans, Stock and Leader who has worked with staff on the manual update. A final review and suggested revisions to the proposed manual update to address the review comments is expected to be completed for the December meeting.  
5. Approval of the Spring Garden Township Safety Manual. 
Manager Maust reported that staff needs to schedule a meeting with Commissioner Shorb and Commissioner Fullmer to collectively review the proposed safety manual and determine revisions which may need to be made to address Commissioner review comment and concerns..    
6. Consideration to expand parking for the Township Administration Office, 558 S. Ogontz Street.
Manger Maust reported that the Township Planning Commission, at their regular monthly meeting on November 10, 2015, had reviewed the Township’s Application for approval of five (5) variances from the Zoning Ordinance to construct expanded parking for the Township Administration Office. The Planning Commission supported the variance requests as presented. The next step is for the application and variance requests to be considered by the Zoning Hearing Board on Monday, November 16th.
7. Approval to advertise an Ordinance reducing the speed restrictions for portions of Summit Circle South, Summit Circle North, Wyndham Drive North & Wyndham Drive South.  

Chief Swartz is continuing to work on this issue and is in the process of obtaining further background information from the Wyndham Hills Property Owners Association. 
J. NEW BUSINESS:
1. Adopt Ordinance #2015-04, amending the Code of Ordinances to remove handicapped parking spaces for 641 Ridge Avenue and 567 South Ogontz Street. Chief Swartz reported that the two locations are not needed anymore.  Motion Lehmayer/Shorb to adopt Ordinance            #2015-04. There were no public comments. Motion carried. Yes-5, No-0.   
2. Adopt Ordinance #2015-05, amending the Code of Ordinances for the Housing and Property Maintenance Program to add additional responsibility of owners and occupants.  Motion Warman/Lehmayer to adopt Ordinance #2015-05. There were no public comments. Motion carried. Yes-5, No-0.   

3. Adopt Ordinance #2015-06, amending the Floodplain Management Ordinance.  Motion Zortman/Warman to adopt Ordinance #2015-06. There were no public comments. Motion carried. Yes-5, No-0.
4. Approval to renew the 2016 Maintenance and Service Agreement with B. Moyer Radio Communications with no increases or contract changes from this year for the period January 1, 2016 to December 31, 2016.  Motion Lehmayer/Zortman to approve. There were no public comments. Motion carried. Yes-5, No-0

5. Approval of the 2016 Animal Care and Housing agreement with the SPCA of York County and the approval of the 2016 Animal Control Agreement with Mike Ellis Animal Control.  Motion Zortman/Warman to approve. There were no public comments. Motion carried. Yes-5, No-0.
6. Request for Supplemental Professional Services to complete the Human Health Risk Assessment component of the DEP, Act 2 Final Report for Township owned property at 1799 Mt. Rose Ave.  Motion Warman/Shorb to approve additional supplemental professional services not to exceed $4000. There were no public comments. Motion carried. Yes-5, No-0.
K. ENGINEER’S REPORT 

B.J. Treglia requested approval for the remaining construction easement agreement needed for the 2015 Sanitary Sewer Maintenance Project. The remaining easement agreement is from Wade and Kristey Atkinson. Motion Shorb/Warman to approve the easement agreement as presented.  There were no public comments. Motion carried. Yes-5, No-0.
There were no further comments to the Engineer’s Report as presented.

L. SOLICITOR’S REPORT 

In reference to the Board’s approval to renew the 2016 Animal Control Agreement with Mike Ellis, Attorney Hovis noted that he had recently attended a seminar involving Mike Ellis and spoke favorably of his experience and knowledge of providing animal control services.
Attorney Hovis had no further comments to the Solicitor’s Report.

M. POLICE CHIEF’S REPORT 

Chief Swartz reported the rescheduled free community shredding event jointly hosted by the Township and State Representative Kevin Schreiber’s office went well. The event was held in the parking area adjacent to the Township Municipal Building. There is discussion to tentatively schedule another event in the spring.  Chief Swartz had no further comments to the Police Chief’s Report.
N. FIRE CHIEF’S REPORT 

Chief McCoy was not in attendance at the meeting. There were no comments from the Board on the Fire Chief’s Report as presented. 

O. PUBLIC WORKS SUPERVISOR’S REPORT 

Steve Smith reported that the Public Works Department has three leaf collectors currently working throughout the Township to keep pace with the leaves being placed curbside by property owners for collection. Steve did not have any further comments on his report.
P.  RECREATION DIRECTOR’S REPORT

Christine was not in attendance at the meeting. There were no comments from the Board on the Recreation Director’s Report.

R. CODES ENFORCEMENT OFFICER’S REPORT

S. MANAGER’S REPORT 

1. Manager Maust reported that the proposed 2016 Township budgets ,consisting of General Fund, Sewer Revenue Fund and Liquid Fuels Funds have been advertised and are available for public viewing starting today. This keeps the budget on schedule for Board consideration and final adoption at the December 9th regular meeting.
2. Manager Maust attended the monthly meeting of the York Area Municipal Administrators Association (YCMAA) and the York County Planning Commission to provide a presentation on the concept of creating a York County Stormwater Authority. For consideration in how this Authority may be organized and implemented, a suggestion has been made to collectively submit joint comments and questions to the York County Commissioners. Manager Maust has suggested that Spring Garden Township participate in joining Jackson and York Township to prepare joint comments and questions for submission to the County Commissioners. Legal support is to be provided from Stock and Leader which is estimated to be approximately $ 1,000 for Spring Garden Township’s “fair-share” of the legal services to compile the joint municipal submission. The Board supported Manager Maust’s request to participate in this joint inter-municipal effort with York and Jackson Townships.  
3.  Manager Maust reported that State Aid has been received for the Volunteer Fire Relief Association in the amount of $ 36,599.56 and Pension State Aid has also been received in the amount of $ 239,170.92. Pension funds have been deposited into Police and Non-Uniformed Pension funds. The State Aid for the Volunteer Fire Relief will be presented to the Relief Association at the upcoming York Area United Fire & Rescue monthly meeting.  
4.  Manager Maust reminded the Board that 2016 is a reorganization year for First Class Townships and the Board. according to the provisions of the First Class Township Code is to meet on Monday, January 4, 2016 for the purpose of holding a Reorganization Meeting. In the past, the Board has considered combining the reorganization meeting with the regularly scheduled January monthly meeting to avoid two closely scheduled meetings. There was Board consensus to schedule the Reorganization Meeting for January 4, 2016 @ 6:00p.m.followed by the regular January Board meeting that same evening.
